
Gift Aid Declarations can be used for all donations of any size, whether one-off or regular.  If you intend to give to St. Mary's Church in the future, please complete the Declaration and return it to the office as soon as possible

1. Please read the form carefully before making any entries.  A form may not be acceptable to the Inland Revenue if alterations are made.  If you need to make an alteration, please initial it.  

2. A declaration can only be signed by one individual who is regarded as the donor, and must be a taxpayer, however payments may be made from joint accounts of which the donor is a joint holder.  Provided the payment instruction is signed by the tax payer.

3. You may cancel the declaration at any time by notifying your bank but we would ask that you notify us with your intention.

4. We want to make sure that the amount of tax we recover in respect of your giving does not exceed the Income Tax and/or Capital Gains Tax for each tax year (6 April to 5 April).  
5. If in future your circumstances change and you no longer pay enough Income Tax and/or Capital Gains Tax, you can cancel your declaration.  If you are unsure whether your donations qualify for tax relief, please contact us for clarification.

If you pay Income Tax at the higher or additional rate and want to receive the additional tax relief due to you, you must include all your Gift Aid donations on your Self Assessment tax return or ask HM Revenue and Customs to adjust your tax code.

NOTES ON THE COMPLETION OF YOUR STANDING ORDER

· Enter your bank details

· Enter the amount you want to give

· You can ask you Bank to make payments monthly, quarterly or annually.  Please put the date of the first payment - as standing orders may take a few days to process, it is best to return the form at least two weeks before your start date.

· Your account details.

· Your home address.

Please return the completed standing order form in an envelope and hand it into or post to St Marys Church office together with your Gift Aid Declaration.  This will help us to know when we should expect payment from your account.  We will forward the standing order to your bank on your behalf.

If you set up your standing order by internet banking please still complete the gift aid declaration and the standing order form but write across the top ‘Internet banking confirmation’

It is important that you let us know if you change your name or address.
